New Year New Sport Launched Across Norfolk, Suffolk and Hampshire 
 
The New Year New Sport campaign has now been officially launched in each of 
the 3 counties involved in the project. Norfolk launched on 6 October, 
Hampshire on 27 October and Suffolk on 2 November. Project Managers 
organised tchoukball demonstrations with young people attracting excellent 
local interest and media attention for the campaign. 
 
 
Mid Suffolk Takes Tchoukball to New Level 
 
The TAGB is very pleased to announce that Mid Suffolk District Council is 
currently embarking on an additional tchoukball project for their area. Working 
with the TAGB, Mid Suffolk’s Sports Development team is setting up and 
supporting a local junior tchoukball club and applying for funding to sustain it. 
Neil Gilmore, Sports Development Officer at Mid Suffolk said: “The TAGB 
Suffolk team’s dedication to developing tchoukball in our area has helped our 
partnership work towards a long term aim to create a junior club and link to the 
New Year New Sport project. It is wonderful to watch and work with such 
enthusiastic people.” 
  

 
Recognition Bid Submitted to Sport England 
 
Tchoukball took another step forward last month as the TAGB submitted a 
formal bid to be recognised as a sporting activity by Sport England, the Home 
Country Sports Councils and UK Sport. The application process, which is only 
open twice a year, will see the 4 sports councils consider tchoukball’s technical, 
physical and social credentials to become a recognised activity in the UK. The 
assessment will be carried out between now and January 2008. 
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NYNS Team Meets Hampshire Sports Forum 
 
Members of the NYNS team have met with 30 members of the Hampshire 
Sports Forum to discuss tchoukball and ways in which it can be delivered 
throughout Hampshire. The meeting was followed by a detailed discussion with 
the managers of the 4 School Sports Partnerships which have decided to take 
up the NYNS challenge in Hampshire.
